320 patients who were consulted to the Department of Dermatology during
their admission in Ewha Womans University Hospital from Jan. 1976 to Dec.
1977 were analyzed in order to pursue the tendency of skin diseases in develop-

ing in-patient pericd on these days.
The results are as following:

1) The most frequent age group is 3rd decade (29.4%).

2) The most frequent disease is Erythema and urticaria (25%).
3) The commonest department is Internal Medicine (30%).

4) There 1s no significant sex difference (M:F=1.4:1).

5) There iIs no remarkable monthly difference.
